Building in Fairview 
400,000-square-foot light industrial and distribution complex

WHAT: A groundbreaking ceremony led by Fairview Mayor Mike Weatherby will 
officially launch construction on a 400,000-square-foot complex at Townsend 
Farms Business Center in Fairview. The $37 million development, called 
Birtcher Center at Townsend Way, will feature three light industrial and 
distribution buildings on 20.5 acres in Fairview. 

 
 Once completed, the development will add as many as 100 full-time jobs,
